Introduction

We are proud to say that we look back with a heart full of contentment, joy and gratitude. On this momentous occasion, we bow before God Almighty for His abundant blessings and the guidance from our patron St. Kuriakose Elias Chavara.
Let’s have a glance at the achievements and activities of what transpired this year.  
Staff and student position
The school has a total strength of 2010 students and the staff community consists of 68 teachers and 29 non teaching staff. Seven new teachers joined Christ family this year.


Staff Orientation Programmes
